This week agents yarded a total of 158 head. The yarding quality was very good with majority of the Cattle in the 
slaughter weight category. There were also some very good quality stud Bulls suitable to return to paddock.  
 
 

Prime Quotes: 
In the heavy job, good quality Cows with good coverage got to a top price of 272cents/kg. Most of the quality Cows 
were around the 240-250cents/kg, while the average price was 222cents/kg. Lighter weight Cows got to a top of 
190cents/kg, to average 153cents/kg. There were not a lot of heavy weight, suitable to kill Bullocks on offer today. 
Top of the Bullocks was around 260cents/kg, to average 253cents/kg. There were some pens of very good quality 
Bulls, only 2-3year old, around 550kg weight. Tops of these was some Braham Bulls which got 306cents/kg. There 
were also some short horn Bulls, very well bred, which got to 270cents/kg. Bulls suitable for the meatworks 250-

Store Quotes: 
In the store market, there were limited numbers of store Steers on offer, but quality was very good. The tops of these 
got to 260cents/kg, to average 256cents/kg. Lighter weight Mickey Bulls, good enough to return to paddock for work, 
got to 234cents/kg, to average 202cents/kg. In the store Heifers, there wasn’t a lot of competition amongst buyers. 
There was a line of very good quality Heifers that got to 224cents/kg, but across the board prices were around the
