In slaughter Cattle, there were no heavy Steers to quote. In the Cows, there were a few quality Cows on offer with Cows in the 
400-600kg weight range getting to 240cents/kg, to average 218cents/kg. Cows in the 250-400kg weight category got to 
224cents/kg, to average just under 200cents/kg. In the Bulls, there wasn’t a lot of quality available. In the over 750kg weight 
category, prices got to a top of 258cents/kg. In the 500-750kg weight range, prices got to a top of 268cents/kg, to average 
216cents/kg. In the lighter weight range, 350-500kg weight category, prices got to 218cents/kg. Lighter weight Mickey Bulls got to 
242cents/kg, to average 199cents/kg.
