Mareeba Combined Agents yarded a total of 549 head this week. The quality of the yarding was very good overall. We saw good 
competition for quality animals with a rise of around 20cents/kg across some lines. 

 
In the prime market, heavy weight Cows over 600kg got to a top of 250cents/kg, while in the 400-600kg category prices went to 
246cents/kg, to average 203cents/kg. There were some good quality Bullocks on offer in the over 500kg weight category and 
prices on these got to 310cents/kg, to average 263cents/kg. Lighter weight Steers made 264cents/kg, to average 255cents/kg. 
The Bull market was very strong. Export spec type Bulls, up to 750kg, got to 240cents/kg, to average 214cents/kg. Lighter weight 
quality Bulls made 222cents/kg, to average 196cents/kg. 
 

 
 
 
 

  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

  
 
Quality varied in the store market. Store Cows, up to 400kg, quality was below what we’ve been seeing. Prices got to 146cents/kg, 
to average 107cents/kg.  However, there were some very good quality Micky Bulls on offer. In the up to 350kg weight range, prices 
got to 254cents/kg, to average 243cents/kg. In the heavier Mickys, 350-400kg weight category, prices got to a top of approximately 
220cents/kg. Store Steers, 200-300kg, got to 342cents/kg, to average 269cents/kg. Lighter weight Steers, up to 200kg, got to 
258cents/kg, to average 150cents/kg. We saw good competition for Heifers this week. In the lighter weight Heifers, under 200kg, 
prices got to 148cents/kg, while the 200-300kg weight category, prices got to 280cents/kg, to average 206cents/kg.
